
 
 

FHSU-World Ready International Scholarship Criteria  
  

The Fort Hays State University-World Ready International Scholarship provides new on-campus FHSU 
international students the opportunity to receive an award in the amount of $1,000.00 per year; $500 
for fall and $500 for spring semesters. This scholarship is designed to provide first-time new 
undergraduate and graduate student’s financial assistance while enrolled on-campus at Fort Hays State 
University in Hays, Kansas.  
 
Eligibility:    
To be eligible for the scholarship, students must be admitted to a degree seeking undergraduate or 
graduate program, enroll full-time based on U.S. Immigration requirements, and attend Fort Hays State 
University on campus in Hays, Kansas.     
  
Students who have been admitted to the Academy of Math and Science program, already receive a 
scholarship from a partner university, or receive a tuition benefit from an existing agreement are not 
eligible for this scholarship award.  
  
Application Requirements:  
All new, first-time international undergraduate and graduate students will automatically receive the 
scholarship funds to their student account.  No additional process or application is required from the 
student.    
  
Distribution and Maintenance:  
Upon arrival to campus students will sign a Scholarship Agreement Form outlining the requirements of 
the scholarship.  The scholarship award will be released to the students account when they register for 
on-campus courses their first semester and continue throughout their academic degree program, if the 
following set grade point average (GPA) is maintained each semester.   Undergraduate 2.5 GPA
