5. Letters from two business or professional persons of the applicant’s home city, not related to the applicant,
who are qualified to attest to the character, intellectual ability, adaptability, seriousness of purpose, diligence,
ability to communicate ideas, future potential, and fitness for receiving a scholarship.

6. If the study will be conducted in a language other than applicant’s first language, a letter is required from a
person qualified to comment on the proficiency of the applicant/s skill in the language of the proposed study.

7. A recent passport style photograph.
