












we recommend that a coordinated annual census of all pelican colonies in the 
U.S. and Canada be conducted to monitor the continental population. Aerial 
photography is a fast and efficient technique and in one or rwo days all pelican 
colonies could be inventoried for nests and production. In the U.S. almost all 
pelican colonies are locared on National W ild life Refuges. The FWS could d irect 
a coordinated aerial census on refuges and initiate discussions with state agen­
cies and the CWS concerning the censusing of the remaining colonies. 
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
