
Jamestown ( D J and JL ), Bismarck ( RN R), and Grand Forks (FK ) 
PILEATED WOODPECKER : 4 were located at Fargo during the Christmas 

Count Jan. 2 ( RN). 
RED-BELLIED WOODPECKER : 1 at Fargo until Jan . 3 (W L). 
H AIRY WOODPECKER : Wintere d through out the state with a total of 141 

counted on the 10 Christmas Counts. 
DOWNY WOODPECKER : Wintered throughout the state with a total of 111 

counted on 9 of the 10 Chri stmas Count s. 
HORNED LARK: Reponed on 6 of the 10 Ch r istm as Counts with a high of 

1,377 at Jam estown D ec. 22 ( RS ) . A genera l scarc ity early in the period 
was noted at Bismarck ( RN R) and Belfi eld ( ES ) . 

BLUE JAY: Reponed on 6 of 10 Christmas Counts with a high of 39 at Sully's 
H ill NGP on D ec. 29 ( D G) . 

BLACK-BILLED MAGPIE: N oted on 7 of 10 Christmas Counts includ ing 11 
at Su lly's Hill NGP ( DG), 2 a t Arrowwood NWR ( AK) , and 3 at 
Jamestown ( RS) . 

COMMON CROW: Occurred on 4 of 10 Chritsmas Cou nts. A few w intered at 
Fargo ( EG A) , M andan ( W B), and Devils Lake ( D G) . 

BLACK-CAPPED CHICKADEE : Apparently in usu al numbers with 660 on the 
10 Christmas Counts. 

WHITE-BREASTED NUTHATCH: Apparen tly in usua l numbers with 124 on 
the 10 Christmas Counts. 

RED-J3REASTED NUTHAT CH: 2 seen at Grand Forks on Dec. 31 ( FK) and 
1 seen at Bismarck most of the w inter ( RQ) . 

BROWN CREEPER : Apparently in usual numbers with 13 on 4 of the 10 
Christmas Cou nts . 

ROBIN : A whopping 119 were counted at Bisma rck-Mandan during the 
Christmas Count on Jan . 3 ( RN R). W inter visitors were recorded around 
the state; it is interesting that robins were noted feed ing on minnows 
at a small hole in th e ice at Sully 's H ill NGP ( D G) . 

TOWNSEND'S SOLlTAIRE: Again 1 wintered at the Great Pl ains Experiment 
Stati on at M andan from Dec. 29 to the last week in January ( RN R) . 

BOHEMIAN WAXW ING: W inter visitors we re q uite rare throughout the state . 
The only birds seen were 20 at K enmare Dec. 27 (AG ), 1 at Grand 
For ks Dec. 31 ( FK) , 9 at Leeds Tan. 3 ( MH), 5 at M edora Mar. 5 ( ES ) 
and 1 at J amestown Mar. 25 (PS). 

CEDAR WAXWING: Generally in low numbers across the state bur reponed as 
more nu merous near Belfield (ES ) and at Bismarck where 346 were 
tallied during the Christmas Count Jan. 3 (RNR ). 

NORTHERN SHRIKE: Wintered th ro ughout the state with the last 1 seen at 
LaMoure Mar. 31 ( PS) . 

STARLING: A few wintered in the state. 
HOUSE SPARROW: Total of 12,865 noted on 9 of 10 Christmas Counts with 

high of 3,770 at Fargo Jan. 2 ( RN). 
WESTERN MEADOWLARK : 1 seen as late as J an . 3 on the Bismarck-Mandan 

Christmas Count ( RN R) . 
R ED-W INGED BLACKBIRD: 1-6 birds seen on 4 of 10 Christmas Counts. A few 

wintered at G rand Forks ( LO) . 
RUSTY BLACKBIRD: The on ly birds noted were 1 at Jamestown Dec. 22 ( RS), 

23 at Bismarck Dec. 27 ( RN R ), and 2 tha t wintered at Slade NWR 
( BB) . 
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BREWER'S BLACKBIRD: 1 bird at T ewaukon N W R D ec. 22 ( EAA) . 
COMMON GRACKLE : 6 birds wintered at Fargo ( EG A) and a few b irds were 

seen on Ch ristm as Counts at three other locations. 
CARDINAL: D ur ing the winter about 10 birds were present in Fargo ( EG A) 

and a pai r in Grand For ks ( FK) . A fema le visited D avid Goeke's feeder 
at Sully 's H ill NGP until Mar. 26. 

EVENING GROSBEAK: As wi th most finches, they were quite scarce; 6 were 
noted at Fargo Dec. 2 ( EG A) and 2 at Grand Forks Dec. 31 ( FK ) . 

PURPLE FINCH: Noted in average numbers at Bismarck ( RN R) with o ther 
sightings at D evils Lake ( D G and RGR ) , Jamestown ( RS and D J ) , 
Grand Forks (FK ), and Fargo (RN) . 

PINE GROSBEAK: 1 bird at Kenmare Dec. 27 ( AG) . 
H OARY R EDPOLL: Some no ted in a flock of 50 red Dolls at Audubon N \'{1R 

( D M) . • 
COMMON R EDPOLL: Much less com mon tha n last year. R ecorded at four loca­

tions in eastern part of sta te in December. Also seen at Leeds ( MH) , 
Audubon N WR ( D M) and Lake 1I0 NWR ( CD) later in the winter. 

P INE SISKIN: 4 a t Kenmare Dec. 27 ( AG ) , 1 at Medora Feb. 5 ( ES ) and 
2 at Fargo Feb. 18 ( EG A ) . 

AMERICAN GOLDFINCH: Report ed as numerous duri ng the winter in Fargo 
( EG A) and abo u t ave rage in Bismarck ( RN R) . Only other sighting 
was of 6 at Slade N W R Mar. 15 ( BB ) . 

SLATE-COLORED JU NCO: 13 wer e counted on 3 of 10 Christmas Counts w ith 
a few birds spe nding the winter at Fargo ( EG A) . 

OREGON JUNCO: 2 vis ited R ebecca Quanrud 's feeder at Bismarck during the 
wint er. 

T REE SPARROW: 3 winter ing birds visited D avid Goeke's feeder at Devils 
Lake , and 20 were seen at Bismarck-Mandan Jan. 3 ( RN R) . 

HARRIS' SPARROW: Several wintered at Fargo ( EG A) ; 1 late bird observed 
at Ja mestown D ec. 11 (JL ) . 

\'{1HITE-THROATED SPARROW: Unusual records of single wintering birds at 
Ro be rt Randall's feeder in Bism arck and at Fargo ( EG A) . 

SONG SPARROW : 3 on the Bismarck Christmas Count of Jan. 3 (RNR) . 
LAPLAND LONGSPUR: A total of 253 were seen on 3 of 10 Ch r istmas Counts 

includ ing 251 at Jamestown Dec. 22 ( RS) . 
SNOW BUNTING: Numbers were ge nerally desc ribed as belo w average across 

the state. A to tal of 8,458 were seen on the 10 Christmas Count s. On a 
tri p between Bismarck and Dickinson, 720 wer e noted on Feb . 6 and 
480 on Feb . 7 ( W B) . A large exodus was noted Feb . 13 and 14 at 
Jamestown ( H K). The last reports were at Fargo April 19 ( EG A ) and 
at Ke lly May 25 ( MT an d FK) .
