


in the ponderosa pine area near the burning coal vein north of Amadon. No
nutcrackers were seen in other areas.

Our records indicate that nutcrackers remained within the state over a
period of several months, perhaps nearly a year. In view of the fact that limber
pines are known to be a prime food source for nutcrackers and that the birds
nest from the ponderosa pine zone upward to timber line (Bent, 1946), it
it is quite possible that this area may, at least in good cone years, be part of
the wintering or breeding range of the nutcracker as well as other montane
species normally foreign to our state.
