


Scarlet Tanager: First observed May 13 at Fargo (DK)

Rose-breasted Grosbeak: First noted May 10 at Fargo (DK)

Black-headed Grosbeak: Report at Bismarck May 16 (4, RNR)

Indigo Bunting: First seen May 18 near Gilby (MT)

Lazuli Bunting: First seen May 22 near Belfield (ES)

Dickcissel: One report of 3 at Fargo May 26 (EGA)

Evening Grosbeak: Generally scarce; only three reports from April 1-May 1
at Fargo (EGA)

Purple Finch: Noted at Fargo April 5-May 12 (EGA)

Pine Siskin: Scarce. Noted from April 14 at Jamestown (2, RES) to May 10
at Fargo (EGA)

American Goldfinch: Observed Apr. 3 at Hope (5, DK), Apr. 24 at Bismarck
(20, WB) and May 4 at Tewaukon NWR (GM); many migrants noted
starting May 10 at LaMoure (MB)

Red Crossbill: Observed only in carly May in Grand Forks (FK)

Rufous-sided Towhee: First noted April 26 at Mandan (]JS). Last observed
May 31 at Fargo (EGA)

Lark Bunting: Eatliest migrants May 5 at Bowman (JO)

Savannah Sparrow: Earliest record April 17 at Fargo (EGA)

Grasshopper Sparrow: First sighting May 8 at Hope (DK)

Baird’s Sparrow: Earliest report April 18 at Mandan (]S )

LeConte’s Sparrow: First reporc of 4 on April 20 at Fargo (VS)

Vesper Sparrow: Firsc seen April 15 at Jamestown (BH), Hope (DK) and
near Bowman (JO)

Lark Sparrow: First reported April 11 near Bowman (JO) but not at Fargo
until May 4 (EGA)

Slate-colored Junco: 2 early arrivals Mar. 13 ac Sully’s Hill NGP (DG).
Large movement into state Mar. 30-31. Last noted May 8 at Fargo (EGA)

Oregon Junco: Seven sightings from Mar. 26 at Hope (DK) to Apr. 7 at
Jamestown (RES)

Gray-headed Junco: New record for North Dakota of 1 carefully observed
near Bowman Mar. 31 (JO)

Tree Sparrow: Observed Mar. 12-Apr. 30 ac Fargo (EGA)

Chipping Sparrow: Early arrival on April 4 at Grand Forks (FK)

Clay-colored Sparrow: First seen May 2 in Jamestown (JL)

Field Sparrow: Early report April 18 at Fargo (CS); only other report May 8
at Bismarck (RINR)

Harris Sparrow: Early reports of April 12 at Montpelier (LH) and April 19
at Devils Lake (RGS). Most migrants arrived later starting May 1 at
Jamestown (GLK). Last noted May 26 at Fargo (EGA)

White-crowned Sparrow: Observed at Fargo April 15-May 22 (EGA)

White-throated Sparrow: First noted April 8 at Bismarck. Last seen May 26
at Fargo (EGA)

Fox Sparrow: First reported Apr. 15 at Fargo (DK). Last noted Apr. 29 at
Fargo (EGA, DK)

Lincoln’s Sparrow: Observed from April 19 at Jamestown (JL) to May 26
at Fargo (EGA)

Swamp Sparrow: First observed April 13 near Bowman (JO); last noted May
25 at Fargo (EGA)

Song Sparrow: First sightings on April 3 at Bowman (JO) and Fargo (EGA)
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Lapland Longspur: Migrants noted from Mar. 16 at Fargo (EGA) to May 20
at Page (DK). Thousands noted moving between Mar. 18 at Jamestown
(HFD, JL) and Apr. 6 at Edgeley (PS)

Chestnut-collared Longspur: First noted migrating Mar. 31 at LaMoure (RES)

Snow Bunting: A late departure record May 25 near Grand Forks (MT, FK)
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
