Ind igo Bunting : L ist report was 2 at Mayville Aug. 8 (DLK).

Evening Grosbeak: Many repo rts through period; first from Fargo OCt. 29 

(fide EGA ). 
Purple Finch : First sighted in Fargo Aug. 20 (fide EGA ) ; noted through 

rest of period at various locations. 
Pine Grosbeak: Numerous reportS through period beginning with 5 at Grand 

Forks Oct. 10 (RLR ). 
Common Redpoll : First small flocks near Fargo Ocr. 10 (fide EGA ); over 

400 in sunflower field near j amesrown N ov. 11 ( D HJ); occurred com­
monly throu gh out state at end of period. 

Pine Siskin : At Gilby Sept. 15 (MGT ) ; scattered sightings in Fargo area 
Ocr. 21 through end of period (fide EGA). 

American Goldfinch : Peak of 50 near Grand Rapids Sepr. 3 OTL ) ; last indi­
vidu al at Hope Nov. 14 (DLK); a few remained at Fargo through end 
of per iod (fide EGA ) . 

White-w inged Crossbill : Mor e common than usual; small flocks at Fargo 
starting Nov. 10 (fide EGA); about 30 at Hope Nov. 13 (DLK) . 

Rufous-s ided Towhee: Migrants from Sepr. 17-0cr. 2 at Farg o (fide EGA). 
Lark Bunting : Last were flocks of 10 at j amestown Aug . 31 ( HAK ) and at 

Belfield Sept. 4 (ES) . 
Savannah Sparrow: Last at Farg o Ocr. 26 (fide EGA) . 
Grasshopper Sparrow : Last report was at Hope Aug. 16 (DLK). 
Baird 's Sparrow : Last report was near Kenmare Aug . 8 ( AMG ) . 
Let.onre's Sparr ow: 5 at Hope Aug. 26 (DLK ) ; late migrant found beneath 

Omega Tower at LaMoure Ocr. 4 OTI). 
Vesper Sparrow : Last at Fargo Ocr. 26 (fide EGA) . 
Lark Sparrow: Last were 2 at Audubon NWR Sept. 24 (DCM ). 
Slate-colored Junco: Fir st reported Aug . 28 at Fargo (EGA) ; 200 at James­

town Ocr. 23 (DH]); a few still present in scattered locations at end 
of period. 

Oregon Junco : Individual birds seen Ocr. 15 at Jamestown (DH]) and Oct . 
28 at Fargo (fide EGA ) . 

Tree Sparrow: First at Rolla Ocr. 2 ( PCH) ; a few in scattered locations at 
end of peri od. 

Chipping Sparrow: Peak of 35 near Grand Rapids Sept . 7 UTI) ; last at 
Portland Ocr. 20 ( DLK ) . 

Clay-colored Sparrow: Peak of 200 near Jamestown Aug. 31 (HAK ) ; last at 
Fargo Ocr. 8 (fide EGA). 

Harris' Sparrow : First were 3 at Hope Sept. 10 (D LK) ; at j amestown through 
N ov. 7 (DH]); a few through period at Fargo (fide EGA) and Yp si­
lant i (LCH). 
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\'V'hite-crowned Sparrow : First were 2 at Jamestown Sep t. 15 ( PFS) ; last at 
Fargo Oct. 26 (fide EGA ). 

\X/h ite-throated Sparr ow : Migrants from Sept. 8 at Fargo (fide EGA ) to Oct. 
26 at j amestown (PFS) and Montpelier ( LCH ) ; one bird at Fargo 
thro ugh end of per iod (fide EGA ) . 

Fox Sparrow : First were 2 at Hope Oct. 4 ( DLK); at Fargo until Nov. 2; 
1 indiv idua l present N ov. 24-28 (fide EGA ) . 

Lincoln's Sparrow: First at Jamest own Aug. 29 ( PFS) ; last at Fargo Oct. 2 1 
(jide EGA ) . 

Swamp Sparrow : Mig rants seen Sep t. 5 in Little Yellowstone Park near Kath ­
ryn ( DLK) to Oct. 30 at H ope ( OLK) . 

Song Sparrow : Pre sent in Fargo thro ugh N ov. 12 (fide EGA ) . 
Lapl and Longspur : Large num bers report ed in K enmare area in late Septern­

ber (A MG) ; in scatt ered locati ons at end of period. 
Smith's Longspur: 1 killed at Omega Tower at LaMoure Ocr. 4 OTI); 3 

seen near Leeds Oct. 24 ( RLR) . 
Chestnut -collared Longspur : Last was near Pettibone N ov. 2 ( RES, JTL ) . 
Snow Bunting : First reported at Lostwood NWR Oct. 18 ( RW W); 20D in 

Hope area by N ov. 1 ( DLK ). 
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
