O BSERVATIONS ON WI NTERING BALD EAGLES AT G ARRISON D AM, N ORTH 

D AKOTA. T he first migr ating Bald Eag les, an ad ult pair, were seen on 19 
Octo ber ICJ 72 two miles south o f the Garri so n Dam powerho use. O ne eagle 
was observed almost da ily along th e ta ilrace waters of the power house from 
[he ab ove date ro 29 N ovem ber when tWO ad ults were ag ai n seen. 

At 4 : 15 p.m.. S Decem ber, while patro ll ing the D ow nstre am Public Use 
Ar ea. Frank Splendoria, Park Manager T rainee, saw three ad u lt and two im rna ­
rure Bald Eagles perc hed in a cotto nwo od along the r iver. These eag les we re 
obser ved for IS minut es until all had flown off. O n IH Decem ber, five eag les 
wit h the same ag e ratio as on 5 D ecember, were seen in the same area. T he 
ne xt day only three eag les, of underr mined age, were seen. A fter 19 D ecem ber 
1972 until m id -Apr il 197 .'> , only on e pair o f adults was observed below the 
powerhou se. 

D ur ing the prev ious 19 years, Joh nny Mart inso n an d Ed mund Franke, 
nex t day only three eag les. o f uudetermi ned age, we re seen. After 19 Dece mber 
Reser voir Rangers. do nu t recall see ing mo re rhan three winter ing Bald Eag les 
a t Ga rr ison Dam.
