Canadian distribution. The accounts are generally interesting and well written.
There are remarkably few typographical errors for a work of this size. Illustrations
are generally disappointing. In the color plates, postures, facial detail, and pelage
coloration are frequently inaccurate. In many cases, watercolors have been
reduced to small black and white halftones which are almost useless for purposes
of identification. Illustrations of skulls vary in quality from having great detail,
including shading, to simple bold line drawings which are unidentifiable as to
species.

In general, while the Mammals of Canada has a number of serious
shortcomings, it is still a welcome contribution to North American Mammalogy.
It is not likely that a project of this scope will be repeated in the near future.
