 Participate in a minimum of 4 statewide service projects as well as local volunteerism 
 Willingness to participate in disaster relief emergency response in Kansas 

(includes completing training as an emergency early response team member) 
 Participate in the Kansas Corps planning team 
 Promote Kansas Corps on campus and within local community

 $1,000 Education Award for student loan help or assist in financing school expenses 
 $1,000 Living Allowance Stipend to offset volunteer related expenses for Kansas Corps activities
