
Focus on Western Kansas . . . Finney County
In the table below, various economic
values are listed, and then compared
to total payroll income for Kansas and
Finney county. As indicated by the
table, payroll agricultural employment
(not the value of crops or livestock,
but work-for-pay) wholesale trade,
service employment, and finance,
insurance, and real estate payrolls are
less important to Finney county than
to the state. The sectors with more
importance to Finney county than
Kansas are manufacturing and retail
trade.  Manufacturing is 40% more
important to Finney county than to
the state as a whole, and is largely
nondurable manufacturing, which
includes food processing.  It is the
most important generator of payroll in
the state, almost twice the size of
service employment.  Construction
and transportation/utilities
employment are equal in importance
to the county and the state.

Agriculture is more important to the
county than to the state, relative to

payroll employment.  The total value of
crops and livestock in Finney county is
almost $200 million, As a fraction of
total payroll they are 120% larger than
the ratio of crops and livestock to
Kansas total payroll.  Livestock is a
larger fraction than crops.
Proprietorships - self owned and
operated enterprises - are more
important to the county than the
state, for both farm and non-farm
businesses.  The index value of 1.3
shows that, relative to total payroll,
self-operated small businesses are
thirty percent more important in
Finney county than in Kansas.

Total personal income in the county
was nearly $636 million in 1995, while
in Kansas, personal income was
approximately $53 billion.  Finney
county accounted for 1.2% of the state
total.  Another way of looking at it: If
all the counties in Kansas were like
Finney county, there would be 1÷1.2 or
83 Finney-sized counties rather than
105 different sized counties in Kansas.
