WebFeat is a search engine which takes the confusion out of the 
search process, by letting you search up to 50 databases and the 
Library’s catalog with a single search.  You can limit your results by 
date, full-text, peer-reviewed (scholarly) articles, and sort them by 
sub-topic, relevance, author, etc.   
 
Unsure which databases are best for your topic? Forsyth Librarians 
have created preset Categories (groups of the best databases for a 
certain topic). By selecting one or more Categories, such as Nurs-
ing,  you can quickly narrow your search to those databases which 
contain the most relevant material on your topic.  The Nursing Cate-
gory contains the following databases:

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Users can now choose the search option that best fits 
 their individual researching style: 

 
Dive Right In!:  Type in one or more keywords, select all da-
tabases plus the catalog, and click Search.  This will give 
you the most numerous results from the widest number of 

sources.  The downside is, many will be irrelevant be-
cause they only mention your topic/keyword. 
 
 

 
Improve Your Odds: Type in your topic (one or two words 
only) and select Title or Subject or Abstract. Select all data-
bases plus the catalog (if you want books as well as arti-
cles), with no limits, and Search.  This will limit your results 
to ones which mention your topic in the Title, Subject or 
Abstract. These items are much more likely to focus on 
your topic rather than just giving it a passing mention. 
 
 
 
 
Focused:  Enter your  keyword(s) in Title, Sub-
ject, or Abstract.  Choose the Category most 
relevant to your topic and Search.  Now you 
are searching only the best databases, for only 
the most relevant items.   
 
 

 
Advanced:  Create a more complex search statement by 
combining several terms using AND, OR, NOT. Select sub-
ject, title, or abstract.  Limit by date, full-text and/or peer-
reviewed items. Choose a Category, or create your own by 
checking only those databases you prefer.  This method al-
lows you to narrow your search to subtopics or combined top-
ics, zeroing in on just what you need. 

 

More 
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Precise:  Looking for a particular article or au-
thor?  Use the Advanced Search to enter this 
information, selecting Title or Author from the 
drop-down menu in the Search area.  Select all 
databases, choose a category, or select  
specific databases and Search. 
 

 
 
 
 
I Like the Old Way Better:  You can still go di-
rectly to the catalog or individual database on 
the Alphabetical List and search directly. For 
more experienced researchers who know what 
databases they prefer, direct searching may 

remain the most effective search method.   
 
 
 
My Database isn’t in WebFeat:  Right now, we are 
limited to 50 databases that can be searched by 
WebFeat.  The ones that were not included can still 
be accessed individually from the Alphabetical List 
of Databases on the Library’s Website.

How to use the Online Catalog to search for books 
 

To access the catalog, click on the link above, or go to the  library’s homepage at   
www.fhsu.edu/forsyth_lib.  Next, click on ―Online Catalog‖, on the left hand side under Quick Links.  
 

Type in your topic in the ―Find this‖ box.  Type in just the key (most important) words, and leave out 
―the‖ , ―and‖ , ―an‖, etc.   Next, choose what type of search you want to do:  keyword, title keyword,  
journal title, etc.  This tells the computer where you want it to look for your search terms: 
 
All Fields (Keyword) Search:  Searches for your term in every area, including title, descriptions, pub-
lisher, author, etc.  This search will yield many results, but many will be irrelevant because your term is 
just mentioned briefly, and is not necessarily a focus of the book. 
 
Title (Keyword):  Note: if you enter a phrase, enclose it in quotation marks (e.g. ―anatomy of hope‖. This 
type of search finds only those items which have your search terms in the title. It is a good way to find 
items that focus on your topic. You can also use this search if you are looking for a specific book but are 
unsure of the exact title. 
 
Subject Browse:  Finds the categories (subject headings) that include your search term. For example, a 
search for Art yields the broad topic, plus subtopics by country, time period, style, etc. 
 
Author:  Find all works (owned by Forsyth Library) by a particular author.  Enter the name last name 
first, followed by the first name, or an initial, if you know it. 

 
Journal Title (Keyword): Search for a full or partial title of a journal, newspaper or magazine title.  Click 
on the title to see the call number and what years/issues of this periodical the library owns. 

 
Once you’ve found a title you like, note the location, call number, and status (if it is checked out or not).
