AWARDS/HONORS/OFFICES

Dr. Paul Adams, Anschutz professor of educa-
tion, was invited to present two papers at Purdue
University, West Lafayette, Ind., in February.

The first paper was “A Case Study on Changing
University Faculty Perceptions of Effective Teach-
ing.” He was assisted with this paper, as part

of a National Science Foundation Grant, by Dr.
Germaine Taggart, associate professor of teacher
education; Dr. John Heinrichs, associate profes-
sor of geosciences; Dr. James Hohman, chair of
the Department of Chemistry; and Donna Bogner,
a retired chemistry professor from Wichita State
University. The second paper was titled “Engaging
the Community in Science and Mathematics: A
Vision for a Science and Mathematics Center.” Ad-
ams was also named to the advisory board of the
AIM/GLOBE NLC Special Measurement Advisory
Board. Adams will be available to provide lessons
and ancillary science activities developed for the
special measurement. AIM, or Aeronomy of Ice in
the Mesosphere, is a NASA space mission designed
to study the highest clouds in the earth’s atmo-
sphere. Adams’ role is in the educational outreach
area of the program.

Dr. Mark Bannister, chair of the Department
of Information Networking and Telecommunica-
tions, and Kevin Shaffer, assistant professor of
INT, attended The Digital Broadband Migration:
Rewriting the Telecom Act, Feb. 13-14 at the
University of Colorado.

Laure Gross, senior administrative assistant in
the Department of Accounting and Information
Systems, and Kristen Peters, scheduling and sta-
tistics coordinator in the office of Career Services,
have been awarded Classified Scholarships for the
spring 2005 semester. Classified Scholarships pay
the credit-hour fee and campus privilege fees for
one three-hour course for each recipient selected
by the Classified Scholarship Committee.

The
International Reading Association is a 300,000
member professional organization of those in-
volved in teaching reading to learners of all ages
and which addresses a broad range of issues in
literacy education worldwide.

Robert Bruce Scott, assistant professor of
special education and English for speakers of
other languages in the College of Education and
Technology, presided over the annual conference
of the Kansas Association of Teachers of Speakers
of Other Languages and Bilingual Educators at

Emporia State University from Feb. 18-19. Scott is
president of KATESOL/BE president and awarded
KATESOL Honor Roll certificates to educators from
across the state at the opening ceremony and
chaired the annual KATESOL business meeting.

He also presented a session titled “Conversation

Additional funding will come from the
Union reserve fund, University reserves
and contributions from the University
Bookstore and Chartwells Food Service.

During the renovation, Smriga said,
the union will operate as normally as
possible.

“We're going to keep the building
open and operate with as little interfer-
ence to meetings, dinners and special
events as possible,” he said.

“That’s going to be our challenge - to
maintain consistent service throughout
the renovation. Much of the second
floor will not be renovated, so most of
the meetings and banquets should oc-
cur without interference.

“There will be days when the con-
struction activity will be noisy, or the
water or electricity will be disrupted,
but we plan to closely coordinate the
renovation work with our meeting and
event schedule.”

Smriga has reqularly met with the
Union Renovation Committee (a com-
mittee of students, faculty and staff),
with Dana Cunningham, director of
facilities planning, and with the archi-
tects to review the renovation plans.
The group is expected to discuss the
final floor plans and atrium when they
are submitted at the end of the month.

Renovation progress will be docu-
mented on a three-panel bulletin board
underneath the stairwell in Sunset
Lounge as well as on an upcoming Web
site.

Currently, the bulletin board displays
highlights from the new layout, news
clips and floor plans for all three levels.

Smriga said he wants to keep people
as informed as possible about the pro-
cess in order to minimize confusion and
allow groups to plan around the con-
struction schedule.

“We'll have to be creative in what we
do to accommodate the needs of people
who want to use the building,” Smriga
said.

“There will be a lot of interesting
changes happening to this building, but
the results will be well worth it!”
