Academic Program Curriculum Map 

Purpose
The purpose of the Academic Program Curriculum Map is to identify the Program Learning Outcomes (PLOs) and where they are addressed and assessed in the various program courses. The chart is a two-dimensional matrix representing PLOs across the top row and the program Courses in the left-hand column. The cells of the map are completed by entering the appropriate number to indicate the cognitive domain addressed in the course and where the PLOs are assessed. This is important information to show how students progress through the program.
Directions
Identify and enter the Program Learning Outcomes (PLOs) in the top row of the chart. Add additional columns as needed. Enter the required course number and titles in the first column. Add additional rows as needed. Programs are free to include other courses, i.e., electives, as appropriate. 
For each required course, enter the appropriate number (1, 2, or 3) to indicate the highest level at which the PLO is addressed in the course.   [1 = Introducing/Establishing; 2 = Broadening/Practicing; 3 = Fulfilling/Assessing]. Enter a 0 or leave blank if the course does not address a PLO. *If a course both introduces and practices the content of a PLO, enter a “2” in the cell, as it is the highest level. There should only be one number in each cell.
Each required course should be aligned to at least one PLO and at one level (1, 2, or 3). The map's columns are expected to have a variety of 1s and 2s, with each column having at least a “1” and a “2.” 
Enter a “3” for the required courses where the PLO is assessed for the program. All PLOs should be assessed, and therefore, there should be at least one “3” in each column. More than one PLO can be assessed in a course, e.g., a capstone or clinical course. PLOs can also be assessed in multiple courses. 
It is expected that PLOs are introduced (1), practiced (2), and assessed (3) in a program of study. This means each column (PLO) should have a 1, 2, and 3. Ideally, the PLOs should have both 1s and 2s in multiple courses, which provides the learner with many opportunities to engage the PLO across the courses in the program. This map should give the reader a clear picture of how the program is structured, aligned, and assessed. 
Levels  (based on Bloom’s Taxonomy & Webb’s DOK)
1 = Introducing/Establishing - Student is not familiar with content or skill. Instruction concentrates on introducing students to the content or skill. The students should establish the basic content or skills of the course. Instruction concentrates on strengthening content/skills and scaffolding new content material to build and establish a more complex content knowledge or skill set.
2= Broadening/Practicing - Student brings reasonable content knowledge or skill competency to the course as a result of prior learning at some previous point in the academic program. Instruction continues to reinforce and then build upon previous content knowledge/skill competency to connect and apply to new content knowledge or skills. Instruction concentrates on applying content knowledge/skills to new content material or skill competencies. 
3= Fulfilling/Assessing – Student has knowledge content/skill competency as a result of content/skills learned and practiced at some previous point in the education program. Instruction concentrates on supporting student demonstration of mastery of the content/skills. The assessment evaluates the level of mastery of the content/skill learned in the program.
