| 4. COURSE DESCRIPTION |

This advanced printmaking courses will emphasize on techniques from previous
printmaking classes on a larger and more involved scope. Students are encouraged to
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experiment and consider how printmaking can be incorporated into their individual
artistic practice while being introduced to tools, techniques, vocabulary, and image
making of traditional, historical and contemporary printmakers. As an advanced studio
course students are expected to continue developing personal and conceptual concepts
that serve as the basis of their artwork. This studio course will provide hands-on
demonstrations through each class for both groups and individuals. Students are
expected to take notes, develop original ideas, images, and concepts. This class
requires a high-level of critical thinking, and problem-solving to create finished fine art.
Students will be expected to spend time outside of class to research, formulate
sketches, and work on projects.

| 5. COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES

e Explore a single overarching theme throughout the semester, delving deeply into
its various facets, interpretations, and implications. You will be doing research
into your topic choice. This will look different for everyone.

e Develop a nuanced understanding of how different printmaking techniques can
be employed to convey complex ideas within the chosen theme.

e Encourage the development of sophisticated concepts and narratives that
transcend traditional boundaries of printmaking.

¢ Refine technical skills acquired in introductory courses, demonstrating advanced
proficiency in printmaking techniques.

e Push the boundaries of technique by incorporating intricate and experimental
methods that align with the thematic exploration. This can include exploring
untraditional materials, sculptural prints, installation etc.

e Engage in in-depth critical discussions and critiques that analyze the interplay
between technique and concept. We may be discussing topics that some may
consider controversial, uncomfortable or taboo, it is important to be respectful of
one another even if our opinions don’t align. This will foster an environment
where students can offer insightful feedback, encouraging peers to refine their
artistic vision and technical skills.

e Develop a cohesive body of work that showcases the exploration of the chosen
theme across diverse printmaking methods, as well as a high level of technical
skill, conceptual depth, and aesthetic consistency.

e Engage in regular self-reflection on your artistic progress and the evolution of
your conceptual engagement with the theme, using it as a tool for refining your
work, identifying areas for improvement, and setting new artistic goals.

| 6. COURSE POLOCIES AND EXPECTATIONS
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This is a studio class in which you will be REQUIRED to be in class during the
WHOLE class unless told otherwise. Class time will be used for work time,
lectures, critiques, demonstrations, and discussions that CANNOT be made up.
A part of each assignment grade will be based on your preparedness for class
and time utilization.

Attendance is mandatory. Over three absences results in the drop of one full
letter grade for each additional absence. Arriving late or leaving early on three
occasions counts as an absence. Please be here prepared for class and on time
as roll is taken at the start of every class. Students who attend class, but elect
not to participate, work, or do not bring assigned materials will receive an
unexcused absence for the day. Students participating in authorized University
activities are expected to notify the instructor before each absence and arrange
to make up any missed work. Missing more than 5 class periods will result in
failure of the course. Missing the final exam period will result in failure of the
course.

Throughout the semester, each student is expected to participate fully in the life
of the printmaking studio. Expect to spend many hours per week working outside
of class. In addition to completed assignments, every student must participate in
lectures, demonstrations and critiques to encourage dialog, thought, and practice
good studio etiquette. Be ready to participate in class, talk and ask questions!
Your direct participation in this class is what will make this class fun and
informational. The more feedback you get and give, the better your work will be.
To prevent disruption and distraction, listening to headphones are not permitted
in the studio during class time. There will be a spotify playlist which everyone can
contribute to in the event music is played during class.

Studio Maintenance:

All students are required to help keep our printmaking studio clean, orderly, and
safe. Bad workshop habits negatively affect your work and the work of others.
This class is not the only class working in this space, and it is up to all of us to
keep it clean. Damage to any of the presses or class tools will be replaced at
your expense. The Print Area is a shared lab. Every student is to use it with
consideration for others, the materials, and the equipment. It is your responsibility
to clean up after yourself and our class. There should be no ink or materials left
out. Students are responsible for their messes— failure to clean up after oneself
will result in a loss of shop privileges and/or a lowering of the final grade.

After finals week, any leftover materials will be donated to the classroom or be
thrown away, unless previously discussed with instructor.
