Geography is the study of the description of the Earth, but it is often considered to include any
discipline that includes spatial analysis. Geographers usually study the earth's physical processes
and its atmosphere, or humans' social and economic processes. Understanding these processes
helps describe and predict distributions of people, resources, hazards, cities, etc. Majors at FHSU
usually focus on GIS, urban geography, sustainability, or physical geography, including weather and

climate.

GIS: (geographic information systems) computer system for collecting, storing, analyzing, and
visualizing geographic (i.e., spatial) information. GIS is used to create dynamic maps in our daily
lives, solve advanced research problems, educate students about places, processes, and patterns,
and improve efficiency. All major governments and businesses around the world use GIS.

Urban geography is the study of how cities develop and/or should be managed. Urban geographers
may study the placement of cities as part of larger systems/networks, or they may study individual
cities to determine how to design infrastructure within that unique location best.

Physical geography: the study of spatial relationships and processes of the physical earth and
atmosphere. This discipline often overlaps with other disciplines such as geology, biology,
meteorology, etc.. Still, physical geographers tend to focus more on the importance of spatial
variability and differences in processes according to variations in scale (i.e., size and time).
