All work must be submitted under the following guidelines:

1. All written submissions must be typed and submitted digitally as Word documents. Prose pieces should be no more than 2,300 words and double-spaced. Submit poetry as it would be printed. PLEASE double-check your work for any spelling or grammatical errors and indicate intentional misspellings or stylistic use of words. Artwork should be submitted in digital format as a .jpg. Please DO NOT submit anything as a PDF.

2. All work is judged anonymously. Submissions must be marked with the last four digits of your student ID number (i.e. 1234). Put this number on the top right-hand corner of each page of written work. Label file names of artwork in this manner: 1234_YourTitle.jpg. Label file names of writing in this manner: 1234_YourTitle.doc.
3. DO NOT put your name directly on any work submitted. Be sure each piece is titled exactly as above.

4. All author/artist submissions should be listed on one application. No more than six works in total can be submitted for consideration. You may print the form out and turn it in at the English Department (Rarick 370), or email it to the editor along with your submissions. If you email it, please FILL THE FORM OUT COMPLETELY. Do not just write the information in the email body. Copies of the form can be downloaded from http://www.fhsu.edu/English/publications.
5. FINAL DEADLINE: All submissions must be received by 4:30 pm on February 22, 2019. We welcome and encourage early submissions. If you have submitted work in the past but were not published, you are also welcome to re-submit those works.
