Reform in Policies Involving University Safety 
1. Chris Olds said that impetus behind resolution is a pattern of incidents that 

were unclear. Noted Scott Cason’s interview with Student Government as 
representative of Critical Incident Policy Group (CIPG). Olds raised issue of 
University not providing timely notification concerning reported 
victimization. 

2. Discussion of policy of reporting Clery-covered incidents and whether there 
needs to be a campus-wide notification as to a safety issue.  

3. Discussion of scope of notifications mandated by Clery Act and the desire 
for a graphic depiction of incident patterns. 

4. Suggestion to table or revise proposed resolution to contact four faculty 
members of CIPG for their input.  

5. Shane Schartz noted that resolutions provide means to convey faculty 
support for policy changes.  

6. Suggestion of tabling resolution in favor of sending letter to CIPG 
requesting information about policies and need for public updates. 

7. Tami Radohl said that policy changes should reflect current events relating 
to threats against campus, students, staff, and faculty.

9. Anita Walters moved for the removal of the below bullet point. Shane Shartz 
seconded. 

a) “The formation of a permanent Clery Act compliance committee under 
the direction of the University’s President with broad FHSU 
representation that meets multiple times each academic year to oversee 
and ensure the institution's compliance with all Clery Act policies,

including incidents of online harassment that meet legal standards of 
stalking”
