Agenda Item:
1. Norming of Program Assessment of Student Learning Report Review Rubric, part II

Discussion:
The LAC walked through each element of the AY2023 report (Mathemeatics BA.BS) to determine the appropriate review selection and feedback to be provided to the program. For many of the evaluative criteria there was consistent selection amongst LAC members, often within 1 to 2 levels of each other. The LAC chair outlined the result is not to get everyone completely settled on the exact level appropriate for each submission, rather, it is to get reviewers close enough to be able to get within 1 level of the appropriate selection and not multiple levels of difference between reviews.

One point that was brought up on several occasions was the use of “assumptions” reviewers would make when reviewing the report when certain elements were not clear. The LAC chair outlined we are simply reviewing “what is here and provided by the program, nothing more” we are not to assume anything, instead, if something is not present in the report, mark it as such and clarify in the feedback to the program that additional information or clarification would be necessary to improve.

Conclusion:
The review session in the LAC’s mind was a success, the committee was able to deploy the rubric and discuss the thought process in determining the appropriate review selection region for each criterion. The LAC chair will make both the video of the review session and the review selections determined in the review available to the committee for their reference. A final norming session will occur prior to the next LAC meeting, details will be forthcoming from the LAC chair.

1. Provide Review Rubric selections as discussed in the review session to the LAC committee (LAC Chair)
2. Provide video recording of review session to LAC committee members (LAC Chair)
3. Provide instructions for completing final norming review prior to next LAC meeting (LAC Chair)
